  I’m surprised at how today’s 
kids are missing out on under-
standing money, its uses, and 
how to get it. When my kids 
were little, I taught them early 
how to count their change so 
they would know if they got 
the correct change when shop-
ping. I recently found a list I 
kept posted on the fridge about 
17 years ago, detailing how 
much my little boys could earn 
by doing various chores. That 
way, when we went to the store 
they could choose what they 
wanted to buy, as long as they 
had enough money for it they 
could get it. If I bought it, then 
I got to choose what they got. 
This month as I worked with 
kids from 1st to 7th grade in 
various clubs, playing the game 
Money Life, I found that many 
kids were not even very good 
at math, much less understand-
ing the money system. Some 
kids thought they would just be 
given money when they grew 
up. The game, however, starts 
out choosing a career from 4 
choices: $10 every payday for 
fast food job, $20 for sales, $30 
for business owner, and $40 for 
college career or skilled trades. 
Kids would choose the low pay-
ing jobs sometimes, and then 
wonder why they didn’t win 
the prize for the most money 
gained after a couple of rounds 
of drawing life’s expense or 
reward cards. Children need to 
understand wealth so they can 
get it. I understand that social 
services are needed for those 
who cannot work, but that is not 
the good life. People who abuse 
the social services system don’t 
realize that it is funded through 
payroll taxes, so when fewer 
people work, there is in reality 
less money to fund the people 
who cannot work.
