hired by TeleVue Cable System 
to set poles and become a line-
man installing the cable lines 
over Clarksville. With spikes at-
tached to his boots and wearing a 
safety belt, he could climb a pole, 
pull and attach the cable lines in 
a very short time. 
Then came the Vietnam War era. 
Like thousands of young, inno-
cent men across the nation, Willie 
was drafted into the service. He 
chose the U.S. Marine Corp and 
was sent to Camp Pendleton, Ca., 
for basic training. He was robbed 
of his youth, and overnight be-
came a man. After completing 
six weeks of basic training, he 
was sent to Memphis, Tenn., 
prior to deployment in Vietnam. 
It was during this time that I met 
this hero and certainly it was 
“love at first sight”. We dated 
briefly before Willie left for Viet-
nam, but we knew that ‘a world 
away’ wasn’t going to separate 
us. After 13 months of fighting 
in Hell conditions, Willie came 
home back to the United States, 
but not to a hero’s welcome. The 
price he (and thousands of oth-
ers) paid for America’s freedom 
was a thankless sacrifice. Even 
today, the United States owes 
ALL Vietnam veterans an apol-
ogy. The mental scars they have 
to deal with are inexcusable. 
Soon after Willie’s return home, 
we were happily married. He ac-
cepted a position as a manager of 
the Avalon & Red River Drive In 
theatres. This position lasted sev-
en years until the theatres closed. 
Willie loved children and was 
very active in promoting movies 
for the P.T.A as fundraisers. 
We were blessed with two sons 
and Willie was active with both 
of them during the Cub, Webelo 
and Boy Scout years. He was 
Scout Master for two years. 
In 1978, Willie acquired his Tex-
as license as an insurance agent. 
He started with Farm Bureau as 
an agent. Then in 1980, begun 
a long career with Great Ameri-
can Reserve. He was licensed in 
life health, IRA’s and annuity. 
His hard work and determina-
tion earned him the prestigious 
Millionaires Council as a high 
producer in insurance sales. This 
also entitled Willie for trips that 
included London, England and 
other places as well as gifts and 
awards. 
Despite his hectic work sched-
ule, Willie was involved in com-
munity organization. He was an
